Broomhill & District Allotment Association Governing Document

1. Name
The name of the association shall be “Broomhill & District Allotment Association” (hereinafter referred to as “the Association”). On or after 20th February 2019
2. Objectives
The objectives of the Association are:
· To manage and maintain the allotment site for the benefit of its members.
· To promote and encourage the practice of horticulture.
· To foster a sense of community among members.
· To liaise with the Parish Council and other relevant bodies.
3. Membership
· Membership is open to all individuals interested in allotment gardening.
· Members must pay an annual subscription fee as determined by the committee.
· Membership may be terminated if a member fails to comply with the Association’s rules.
4. Committee
· The Association shall be managed by a committee of volunteers.
· The committee shall consist of a Chairperson, Secretary, Treasurer, and other members as deemed necessary.

5. Meetings
· The AGM shall be held annually, with at least 21 days’ notice given to all members.
· The committee shall meet at least quarterly.
· Special General Meetings (SGMs) may be called by the committee or upon request by at least 10% of the members.
6. Finance
· The Treasurer shall maintain accurate financial records.
· The Association’s funds shall be used solely for the objectives of the Association.
· An annual financial report shall be presented at the AGM.
7. Rules and Regulations
· The committee shall have the power to establish rules and regulations for the management of the allotments.
· Members must comply with all rules and regulations set by the committee.
8. Amendments
· Amendments to this governing document may be made at the AGM or an SGM.
· Proposed amendments must be submitted in writing to the Secretary at least 14 days before the meeting.
9. Dissolution
· The Association may be dissolved by a resolution passed at an AGM or SGM.
· Upon dissolution, any remaining funds shall be distributed to a local charity or community group as decided by the members.
